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SWORN STATEMENT OF ANA BEATRIZ BOUCHE GONZALEZ 

In the city of Panamá, at eleven o’five in the morning (11:05 a.m.), on this day, Tuesday, the twenty-

eighth (28) of July, two thousand and fifteen (2015), Ms. ANA BEATRIZ BOUCHE GONZALEZ 

appeared before this Prosecutor Office’s Organized Crime Division to give a sworn statement 

required of her in the investigation being conducted by this Office. It is noted that she took the 

legal oath after a reading of article 385 of the Penal Code on “False Testimony” which reads as 

follows: “A witness, expert, interpreter, or translator who, in part or all of a statement, report, 

interpretation, or translation, asserts a falsehood or denies or silences the truth to the 

competent authority shall be punished with imprisonment of 2 to 4 years. When the offense is 

committed in a criminal matter against the defendant or is the basis upon which the 

jurisdictional authority hands down a judgment, the term of imprisonment shall be four to eight 

years.” She promises to be truthful about everything she may know and may be asked. She is also 

made aware of Article 25 of the National Constitution which states, “No person is required to 

testify in a criminal, correctional or police matter against himself, his spouse, or his relatives within 

four degrees of consanguinity or two degrees of affinity.” She was asked to identify herself and she 

said that her name is as it is shown above, that she is a woman of Panamanian nationality, of legal 

age, holder of personal identification card no.  born  years of age, 

daughter of AURELIO ENRIQUE BOUCHE LEZCANO (R.I.P.) and ANA BEATRIZ GONZALEZ PITTI, 

holder of a college degree as a Licentiate in Law and Political Science, and consequently she can 

read and write the Spanish language. She was then questioned as follows. QUESTION: This Office 

conducts investigations related to the commission of an Economic Crime, specifically Money 

Laundering, on the basis of investigations conducted by the National Assembly against Mr. 

Alejandro Moncada Luna Carvajal, initiated by a complaint filed by the National Bar Association, 

attached to which was a sworn statement notarized by Notary Four of the Panama Circuit, dated 

October 3, 2014, and showing that ANA BEATRIZ BOUCHE GONZALEZ was one of the signatories. 

State whether you recognize said document, which is placed before you and spans pages 5356-

5361, and whether the signature at the end above the name ANA BEATRIZ BOUCHE GONZALEZ is 

yours and in your handwriting. ANSWER: That is correct. I gave this notarized sworn statement on 

the third (3) of October of 2014. The signature that is placed above the name ANA BEATRIZ BOUCHE 
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GONZALEZ is mine. This is the document that I voluntarily submitted to the National Bar 

Association so that they would bring a formal complaint against then-Justice Alejandro Moncada 

Luna, and so that said document would be included in the proper evidence. I attached a series of 

documentation to it, supporting the facts described therein. QUESTION: Explain to the Office the 

facts that you recount in said statement. ANSWER: Fundamentally, in that document we were 

recounting the establishment of corporations, among other things, that belonged to Alejandro 

Moncada Luna, and which had been utilized to purchase of two pieces of real property, the prices 

of which should have been part of the investigation requested of the National Assembly to verify 

the origin of the funds or monies used to pay for said properties. In that notarized sworn 

statement, we referenced the corporation Corporación Celestial, S.A., whose shareholders were 

Mr. Alejandro Moncada Luna and his wife, María del Pilar Fernández de Moncada, and which was 

used to purchase apartment unit No. 26 in the Ocean Sky Building, for the amount of five hundred 

forty-five thousand dollars, of which the Moncada Lunas paid three hundred ninety-five thousand 

dollars and took out a mortgage with the National Bank in the amount of one hundred fifty 

thousand dollars, with Moncada Luna as the sole guarantor of that debt, which was paid in full on 

the sixth (6) of August of 2013, as shown in the public record. We also referenced the 

establishment of the corporation Corporación Alpil S.A. Fifty (50) of its shares were issued to María 

del Pilar Fernández de Moncada Luna and the other fifty (50) to Alejandro Moncada Luna. We 

recounted that that corporation, Alpil, S.A., was established for the purchase of an apartment at 

PH Santorini. Initially, the undersigned acted as the Secretary and Registered Agent of the 

corporation at the request of Mr. Moncada Luna, resigning from said positions along with the 

person who acted as the Treasurer, ANA BEATRIZ GONZALEZ PITTI, by way of a document dated 

April 30, 2014, which was formally recorded on May 5, 2014. In it, we stated that we had not 

participated in an alleged extraordinary Shareholders meeting, the minutes of which are inserted 

into the real property purchase document dated April 21, 2014, which authorized the purchase of 

that apartment, but not showing as being signed by me as the official secretary but rather by Luis 

Adolfo Corro Fernández as the Acting Secretary. In our notarized sworn statement that we are 

referencing, we pointed out that we were unaware of how said purchase was recorded because  
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by the date that the document was filed in the Public Registry, the Alpil corporation no longer had 

a Registered Agent, a Secretary, or a Treasurer. We also alluded to the fact that the undersigned 

had acted as a substitute attorney in some civil proceedings in which the corporation Agro 

Industrial, S.A. was represented, against M.D.M., and as a result of Mr. Moncada acting as the 

principal Attorney and me as the substitute attorney, we had not received any professional fees 

that exceeded one hundred thousand balboas. We clarified this because at that time, Mr. Moncada 

had stated at a press conference that, among other things, as the litigating attorney he had 

participated in multi-million dollar lawsuits that had generated professional fees exceeding four 

hundred thousand dollars, giving the above-mentioned suit as an example. In that notarized 

declaration, we also alluded to the fact that Mr. Moncada stated at a certain point that the 

apartment acquired at PH Santorini had been financed through a zero-interest personal loan from 

his uncle Pipo Virzi with whom he had ties through friendship and we stated that by the alleged 

date that said loan document was signed, that is, January 2013, I was still working with Mr. 

Moncada and despite knowing that he was acquiring the apartment in the Santorini Building, I 

never knew about that alleged loan document. QUESTION: State whether you are aware of the 

existence of the corporations Corporación Cubemu, S.A., Sarelan Corporation, S.A. and 

Corporación Luxol, S.A. If so, explain why you are aware of them. ANSWER: That is correct. I am 

aware of the existence of the aforementioned corporations. As for Corporación Cubemu, S.A. 

corporation, I was aware that it was a corporation established by Mr. Felipe Rodríguez Guardia at 

the request of Justice Alejandro Moncada Luna. Even Mr. Alejandro Moncada Luna told me of the 

existence of the corporation that Mr. Rodríguez Guardia had created for him. As for Sarelan 

Corporation, I am aware of its existence because Mr. Alejandro Moncada Luna, being a Court 

Justice, asked me to help him process its establishment and he asked me to support him by listing 

one of my family members as its president and legal representative, since his intention was to use 

it to establish an estate for his minor son, José Alejandro Moncada Luna Marín. For this reason, I 

began the process to draft the corporate Articles of Incorporation and send them to Notary Two 

by email in order for formalization into a public document. This was completed and it was later 

submitted to the Public Registry for recording. Its initial directors were Xenia González as President, 

Humberto Juárez as Secretary and Monserrat Colls as Treasurer, who days after this corporation  
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was established was replaced by Tatiana Marín, the mother of minor José Alejandro Moncada 

mentioned above. I was to coordinate by email with the office of Mr. Luis Adolfo Corro for the 

issuance of a Sarelan Corporation share certificate for 100% of the shares to Alejandro Moncada 

Luna. We also know the Luxol, S.A. corporation because Mr. Alejandro Moncada Luna also asked 

us to create the Articles of Incorporation for it and to send them to Notary Two for formalization 

as a public document and later recording in the Public Registry. For this corporation, Mr. Carlos 

Correa, friend of Alejandro Moncada Luna was named President and also served as the Registered 

Agent. Mr. Rodolfo Luna was named Secretary, and he also served at that time as the driver for 

Mr. Ricardo Calvo and Mr. Humberto Juárez, also an acquaintance of Alejandro Moncada Luna. 

That is, Corporación Luxol belonged to Alejandro Moncada and even the recording of the public 

document was carried out by a collaborator of Alejandro Moncada Luna, who at that time was 

serving on the Supreme Court. I should add that over the course of the investigation carried out by 

the Assembly, we had to provide the Prosecutor in the matter with the names of the Sarelan 

Corporation and Corporación Luxol corporations because we knew that they belonged to Mr. 

Moncada Luna, so that the pertinent investigations could be carried out with regard to them, with 

the communication to the prosecutor that in the case of Sarelan Corporation, the woman serving 

as the President and representative had resigned from that position and this was already recorded 

in the Public Registry, given that it was unknown how that corporation was handled and she had 

limited herself to signing the shareholder certificate with its respective issuance document, as well 

as a document that opened an account at the outset of when this corporation became legal with 

the respective necessary documentation to open the initial account, for which she did not even 

have to appear at the bank, in this case, the Universal Bank, because due to the friendship ties 

between Alejandro Moncada Luna and Mr. Felipe Virzi and Mr. Ricardo Calvo, they provided the 

respective documentation to be filled out outside of the bank and later submitted, a transaction 

carried out by Alejandro Moncada Luna. QUESTION: State whether at any time Mr. Moncada Luna 

told you the reasons for which Corporación Cubemu, S.A. and Corporación Luxol, S.A. corporations 

were established. ANSWER: I never knew why Luxol and Cubemu were established. In fact, as to 

Luxol, one day he told me he urgently needed a corporation and he gave me the names of those 

who would appear as members of its Board of Directors so that I could create the Articles [of  
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Incorporation], but he did not give further explanations about why he wanted it. QUESTION: In a 

previous answer, you stated that by January 2013, you were working with Mr. Alejandro Moncada 

Luna. Explain where you worked specifically, what your position was, what your duties were and 

during what time period you carried them out. ANSWER: I have known Alejandro Moncada Luna 

since 1995 when I worked at the then Technical Judicial Police and he came on as the Director of 

the institution through 2000, the year when he left and months later established a security 

company called Omega Security, which I joined to attend to legal matters, since I was no longer 

working at the Judicial Technical Police. Then, he closed the security company due to financial 

reasons, since its numbers were in the red, and then he opened a law office, which I joined. We 

handled criminal, administrative, civil, immigration, and other matters until January 2010 when he 

was appointed to the Supreme Court as a Justice in the Third Division, due to which he closed his 

legal services office and I joined his office at the Third Division of the Supreme Court as the 

coordinator of legal assistants assigned to his office. Later, in January 2012, Alejandro Moncada 

Luna assumed the post of Chief Justice of the Supreme Court for a period of two years, that is, 

2012-2013. For those two years, in addition to coordinating the assistants at his office, he named 

me the coordinator for the Office of the Chief Justice of the Supreme Court. My duties included 

handling legal and administrative situations of the Supreme Court under his direction, a post that 

I held until early 2014, specifically January 8, 2014, when I was removed from coordinating at the 

office of the chief by order of the new Chief Justice, Ayu Prado. I had to return to solely coordinating 

the assistants of Justice Moncada Luna’s office in the Third Division. I resigned from that position 

on January 13, 2014. QUESTION: As it relates to Messrs. Humberto Elías Juárez Barahona, Felipe 

Rodríguez Guardia, Felipe Alejandro Virzi, and Ricardo Calvo, whom you mention in your prior 

answers, please indicate what ties they have to Mr. Alejandro Moncada Luna. ANSWER: He has 

known Mr. Humberto Elías Juárez Barahona since the time when he worked at the then Ministry 

of Government and Justice, somewhere around the year 1986, more or less at that time, and his 

relationship with him, he always treated him as a subordinate. I am aware that Mr. Alejandro 

Moncada Luna is the godfather of Mr. Humberto Juárez, but I cannot say that there was a 

friendship per se, speaking to each other, carrying out transactions together or conducting 

business together, but rather because Alejandro Moncada Luna knew him for many years, he listed  
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the name of Humberto Juárez on Boards of Directors of the corporations that he wanted to 

establish under various circumstances. As for Mr. Felipe Rodríguez Guardia, he has also known him 

for many years and when we had the law office, we even handled some cases in the area of 

Penonomé when at that time he was the acting Notary and we used his notary services for some 

of our own transactions on the cases we were handling. There is also a godparent relationship 

because he is the godfather of his son José Alejandro Moncada Luna Marín, together with me as 

the godmother. I am also aware that a son of Felipe Rodríguez is married to a sister of Alejandro 

Moncada Luna’s wife. As for Felipe Virzi, I am aware that he has also had a friendship with him for 

many years. Despite there being no family relationship, he has always called him “Uncle Pipo” and 

there was also a work relationship because when Mr. Virzi acted as Vice President of the Republic, 

Mr. Moncada Luna held public offices that were directly related to the Executive Branch that is, 

with Mr. Virzi as Vice President. As for Mr. Ricardo Calvo, I know that he has also known him for 

many, many years, and that he maintains a close friendship with him. He would take him on family 

trips on several occasions to Disney [sic] and trips to Chiriquí or weekend trips to Mr. Ricardo 

Calvo’s house in Buenaventura. They also had a godparent relationship because Mr. Alejandro 

Moncada Luna and his wife are godparents of the youngest son of Ricardo Calvo. I should mention 

that I have known Mr. Alejandro Moncada Luna since 1995 and by then, he already had a friendship 

or working relationship in some cases with the aforementioned gentlemen. QUESTION: You stated 

that during the course of the investigation conducted at the Assembly you provided to the 

Prosecutor Delegate the names of the Sarelan Corporation and Corporación Luxol corporations, 

because we knew that they belonged to Mr. Moncada Luna, so that investigations could be carried 

out on them, also indicating that the person acting as President and legal representative, that is, 

Xenia González, had limited herself to signing the shareholder certificate with its respective 

issuance document, as well as a document opening an account with the respective documentation 

necessary to do so, for which she did not even have to appear at the bank, in this case, the Universal 

Bank, because due to the friendship ties between Alejandro Moncada Luna, Mr. Felipe Virzi, and 

Mr. Ricardo Calvo, they provided her the respective documentation so it could be filled out outside 

the bank and later submitted. Explain whether you know how Mr. Felipe Virzi and Ricardo Calvo  
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provided her with that documentation to be filled out outside the bank. ANSWER: Because there 

was good communication between Alejandro Moncada Luna and Mr. Virzi and Ricardo Calvo, at 

the time that the Sarelan corporation was established, Moncada communicated with Virzi in my 

presence and told him that he wanted to open him an account at Universal Bank, and Mr. Virzi 

agreed and told him to coordinate with Ricardo Calvo. Moncada called Ricardo Calvo and 

coordinated with him, and he sent him the blank documentation that Universal Bank used to open 

accounts to be completed by the corporation’s directors. The next day, Moncada took the 

documentation to the Court; that documentation included the card that had to be signed by the 

person who would appear as the account signer. That documentation had the note authorizing the 

APC to see the references of those who belong to the corporation, as well as the form with the 

general information of each of the directors, these being the president, the secretary and the 

treasurer. I also provided support to Justice Moncada by hand-completing the form corresponding 

to the president, her general information and later transferring those documents with the forms 

sent to the Bank to my aunt’s residence. I got the signature and gave them to Moncada Luna. If 

memory serves me, I also filled out the form referring to the information of Humberto Juárez and 

I gave them to him, and he would collect the signatures of Mr. Juárez. As for the Treasurer, when 

the transaction for opening the account was initiated, they were in the process of changing 

treasurers and when the new treasurer, Tatiana Marín, came aboard, at that time no forms were 

completed regarding her and the documentation was submitted incomplete to the bank, but it did 

not have any objection because we already knew about the relationship between the parties, 

Moncada Luna, Virzi, Calvo. Once the packet was complete, Moncada gave it to Mr. Calvo so he 

would deliver it to Universal Bank, despite the fact that information on the Treasurer was missing. 

QUESTION: Considering the answer provided to the previous question, placed before you is an 

authenticated copy of the documentation related to opening the accounts registered in the name 

of Sarelan Corporation S.A. at the Universal Bank. Tell us whether in that documentation you 

recognize the documents that you state you completed by hand. (IT IS NOTED THAT THE AFFIANT 

WAS PROVIDED WITH THE DOCUMENTS THAT SPAN PAGES 447 TO 520 OF THE FILE FOR 

IDENTIFICATION). ANSWER: I recognize my handwriting on the information shown in the upper 

portion of the document at page 472 having to do with the general information of Mr. Humberto 

Juárez; I recognize what appears at page 473 referring to the name of Mr. Humberto Juárez, his 

card number, its completion date of November 28, 2012, and the card number of Mr. Juárez, which  
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appears next to the signature. I recognize what appears at page 474, which is general information 

regarding Mr. Humberto Juárez; I recognize the back of page 492, but at no time did I collect the 

signature of my aunt, which is the one that appears on that back side for opening it for some fixed 

term in the year 2013, because the signature that I collected from her was to open a current 

account in early December 2012, and in turn, the signature of Mr. Humberto Juárez was collected 

for the same purpose. I recognize my handwriting for the information shown on page 495 and the 

back side, dated November 28, 2012 and signed by Mr. Humberto Juárez, which is the customer 

profile and which was used in 2012 to open the current account in the name of Sarelan. I recognize 

my handwriting for the completed items on the back side of page 507, 508 and its back side, in 

reference to the customer profile information on Xenia González and her information, where 

among other things there is a date of November 28, 2012 and which have been included by 

Universal Bank to open a fixed term in September 2013. In other words, we can see that the Bank 

used information and documentation from opening of an original account in December 2012 to 

support the opening of a fixed term in 2013, even changing documentation and date, as we can 

see at page 466 where at the top we see a typewritten date that says December 7, 2012 and later 

at page 467 it ends with a date of September 29, 2014. Listing December 7, 2012 serves to allude 

to a resolution adopted by the Sarelan Board of Directors in an alleged meeting of that board, a 

date by which Xenia González was serving as president. However, in the closing they list the 

president as Humberto Juárez Barahona, and they list his position as Secretary, and I reiterate that 

they list the date of September 29, 2014 for this certification, which demonstrates clear alterations 

in the internal handling of the documentation corresponding to the Sarelan accounts at Universal 

Bank. QUESTION: State whether you are aware whether during the time you worked with Mr. 

Alejandro Moncada Luna at the Supreme Court, Messrs. Humberto Juárez Barahona, Felipe 

Guardia Rodríguez, Felipe Alejandro Virzi and Ricardo Calvo often went to the Supreme Court or 

met with Mr. Moncada Luna. If so, state whether you know the reason for said visits. ANSWER: As 

for Humberto Juárez, I believe I saw him on only one occasion when he came for a visit. It was only 

to greet him and I was even present when he went. As for Felipe Rodríguez Guardia, when 

Moncada assumed the position of Chief Justice of the Supreme Court, he named him as 

coordinator for the Accusatory Criminal System in Penonomé, then he reassigned him as the Public 

Defender for the  
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area. He held that position for about a year and a few months, so because of the nature of his 

official post in the judicial system, he would often visit the office of Moncada Luna. As for Ricardo 

Calvo, in the beginning of the Moncada’s term as a Justice, he would appear in Court and also 

sometimes have lunch at the Supreme Court. Later, because of certain rumors and even 

commentary that called him the “Tenth Justice” he stopped appearing at the Supreme Court and 

kept in communication with Moncada Luna in other areas away from the Court, because they had 

a friendship. As for Mr. Felipe Virzi, I do not recall having seen him at the Judicial Branch, despite 

his having entered into a lease agreement for some real property in Veraguas with the Chief Justice 

of the court, that he also donated a property in Veraguas to the Court, but I am not aware of him 

frequenting the Judicial Branch. I do know that they had encounters at meetings or lunches with 

friends in common or that on occasions Moncada would visit some offices that Calvo, Virzi, and 

Betesh had in Punta Pacífica. QUESTION: State whether you are familiar with the following 

corporations: MEDIPREX INVESTMENT, S.A., SUMMER VENTURE INC., OMEGA ENGINEERING, INC., 

PR SOLUTIONS, S.A., LAM SERVICES, S.A., ALL CARIBBEAN CONSTRUCTION LTD., CASTLE 

INTERNATIONAL BUSINESS LTD., INGENIERIA KMT, S.A., CONCEPTO Y ESPACIOS S.A., CEMI GROUP 

S.A, ZENZI LIMTED [sic], VALLE VERDE INC., REYNA Y ASOCIADOS, FUNDACION RICALA, FUNDACION 

RPD. If so, explain how you are familiar with them. ANSWER: I am not familiar with MEDIPREX 

INVESTMENT, S.A., SUMMER VENTURE INC. I do not recall, I am not familiar with PR SOLUTIONS, 

S.A. or CASTLE INTERNATIONAL BUSINESS LTD., and I am also not familiar with ZENZI LIMITED or 

VALLE VERDE INC. The rest of them, I am, and I will explain why: OMEGA ENGINEERING INC. 

because it had a contract with the Supreme Court for construction in the Chorrera Judicial city; ALL 

CARIBBEAN CONSTRUCTION LTD also for having a construction contract with the Judicial Branch in 

Chitré; CONCEPTOS Y ESPACIOS, S.A. because it has a remodeling contract with the Maritime Court; 

INGENIERIA KMT, S.A. because it was to build hearing rooms for the Judicial Branch in the Joya 

area; CEMI GROUP, S.A. because it was in charge of remodeling the Family Court and I was aware 

of all of these contracts because at that time, I held the position of Coordinator for the Office of 

the Chief Justice of the Supreme Court, and therefore it goes without saying that I was often the 

one who would coordinate with the General Services Office, the Administrative Secretariat, and 

Legal Advisory Office of the Judicial Branch on issues concerning public acts, adjudication and 

development control for the above projects. I am also familiar with REYNA Y ASOCIADOS because  
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it is tied to attorney Gabriela Reyna, who on several occasions Mr. Ricardo Calvo told me that she 

did transactions of a legal and other nature, both for him and for Mr. Virzi; I am familiar with 

Fundación Ricala because at the request of Alejandro Moncada Luna, on May 23, 2013, and I recall 

the date well because it is my birthday, I went to the offices of Ricardo Calvo to pick up a check 

made out to the National Bank to pay the amount on the mortgage of the Moncada Luna Ocean 

Sky apartment. It was a Cashier’s check that was purchased through Fundación Ricala and that I 

received personally from Ricardo Calvo and delivered to Alejandro Moncada Luna, who in turn sent 

a collaborator from his Office at the Supreme Court to deliver it to the National Bank branch in 

Albrook on that same day. As for Fundación RPD, I am familiar with it because when I was practicing 

as an attorney together with Moncada Luna, we established that foundation for Ramiro Rojas 

Paridini, a childhood friend of Moncada Luna. As for LAM SERVICES, I am familiar with its existence 

because while the investigation was being conducted at the National Assembly, the case 

Prosecutor had me appear at an inspection proceeding at the office where Alejandro Moncada 

Luna was located at the Supreme Court. At that proceeding, among other documentation, he 

collected all of the original documentation corresponding to that corporation; the Articles of 

Incorporation, shareholders certificates and everything else related to that corporation, which was 

documented and signed by those present, including myself. QUESTION: State whether you know 

Messrs. , Claudio Poma Murialdo Sommaruga, Oscar Iván Rivera 

Rivera, Franscisco Feliu Nigaglioni, Jorge Enrique Espino Méndez, Julián Paris Rodríguez, Nicolas 

Iván Corcione, Alberto Ortega Maltez. If so, explain why you know them and whether there is any 

ties to them and whether you know if any of them maintain any ties to Mr. Alejandro Moncada 

Luna. ANSWER: Yes, I know . He is a friend of Alejandro Moncada 

Luna. He would continually visit the Supreme Court. Sometimes, he was accompanied by Alejandro 

Moncada Luna Cancel, the son of Justice Moncada, who even told me that his son worked with 

. In addition, during the work that we carried out as coordinator to the chief, we 

discovered that he, that is, , maintained a relationship with the companies KMT, ALL 

CARIBBEAN and CEMI GROUP, because he would visit the Office of Alejandro Moncada Luna to 

discuss the progress on those projects. I also knew that he worked with a man by the name of 

TONY MARTINELLI, who was in charge of supervising the progress on the projects in the field. I also  
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know him because I was aware of the version of Alejandro Moncada Luna that he was the owner 

of a Lexus that was later put into the name of Alejandro Moncada Luna Cancel. Claudio Poma is an 

associate of . He worked with Poma in Costa Rica and Moncada met Poma in Panamá 

through  and Ricardo Calvo. As for Jorge Espino and Julián Paris, they represent the 

Concepto y Espacios corporation which had the Maritime Court project. On one occasion, Engineer 

Espino went to the General Services Office because of the project that they were working on. The 

Office would send information about those meetings to the Office of the Chief Justice of the Court, 

and in particular I would receive them on many occasions. Moreover, an addendum had to be 

processed for the construction that was being done at the Maritime Court and we dealt with 

certain aspects pertaining to that transaction initially. Since I later resigned, I detached from the 

Court and did not learn of anything else. With regard to Nicolás Corcione, I know him because he 

has a friendship with Moncada Luna, since about the year 2008, and despite their age difference, 

with Corcione being younger than Moncada, Moncada would refer to him as “Uncle” and Corcione 

would call him “nephew.” [As for] the apartment that Moncada Luna acquired through 

Corporación Celestial, he bought it from Hebe Corporation, a business owned by Nicolás Corcione. 

Later, with Moncada Luna being Chief Justice of the Supreme Court, he awarded to Grupo Corcione 

S.A. a construction project for two parking lots at the Supreme Court, which could not be carried 

out given the corporate and area resident opposition. On many occasions, while Moncada held the 

position of Chief Justice of the Court, this led to Nicolás Corcione visiting the Supreme Court to 

seek a solution for the situation, because when he was awarded the contract, the Court gave him 

an advance of over one million dollars, and he was asking for a solution so that he would not have 

to return the advance. However, Moncada could not help him because he did not have the support 

of Justices Harry Díaz and Harley Mitchell. Corcione ultimately had to return the advance, but 

under the administration of current Chief Justice Ayu Prado. In fact, on some of those visits he 

brought along Engineer Roberto Samaniego, a collaborator of Grupo Corcione and someone who 

Nicolás Corcione appointed as technical liaison on that project, which as stated previously, could 

not be carried out. Later, the public act for remodeling the Maritime Court building arose, and as 

stated previously, it was awarded to Concepto y Espacios corporation. As it turned out, when the 

project was initiated and being carried out, Engineer Roberto Samaniego appeared again. He was 

the one who coordinated with General Services and Court Administration on technical and  
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administrative progress for the construction. This situation mirrors the Chorrera construction that 

was being conducted by Omega Engineering corporation. The General Services Director 

commented to us that Engineer Roberto Samaniego was functioning as technical-administrative 

liaison on both projects, which created confusion because she was aware that he also worked for 

the Corcione group. This was communicated to Alejandro Moncada Luna and he communicated 

back that it was true that progress or issues related to those projects had to go through Engineer 

Samaniego, in addition to any other engineer that the companies responsible for the projects may 

designate. I want to be clear that I have no friendship or business ties whatsoever with the 

aforementioned gentlemen and what I know about them is based on the information that I handled 

as the coordinator for the Office of the Chief Justice of the Supreme Court. I met with some of 

them in the company of Alejandro Moncada Luna at the Office of the Chief Justice of the Supreme 

Court to discuss issues related to one contract or another, as in the case of , Nicolás 

Corcione, Roberto Samaniego. With regard to Oscar Rivera, Francisco Feliu, and Alberto Ortega, I 

do not know any of them. QUESTION: State whether you know if Mr. Alejandro Moncada Luna 

maintained any business ties with Mr. , separate from the issues related to 

Supreme Court contracts. ANSWER: No, nothing beyond those related to the contracts that I 

mentioned. QUESTION: State whether you know what ties Mr. Alejandro Moncada Luna has or 

had with Fundación RPD and Mr. Ramiro Rojas Pardini. ANSWER: Fundación RPD was incorporated 

to Ramiro Rojas Pardini and his brother Pablo, among others, when Alejandro Moncada Luna and 

I were acting as litigation attorneys. Moncada Luna has always had a close friendship with Ramiro 

Rojas Pardina dating back to childhood. He has always had good communication and whenever 

Ramiro Rojas Pardini or his companies had any sort of legal problems, Alejandro Moncada Luna 

would offer his legal or judicial services, charging him small professional fees because he has always 

given him special treatment. For any reference that Moncada Luna ever needed, Ramiro would 

support him. The support was mutual, based on a great friendship between the two. As for Mr. 

Ramiro Rojas Pardini, it is worth noting that at one time, Alejandro Moncada Luna tried to tell us 

that he had paid us large amounts of money for professional fees in exchange for services provided 

to him, his family, and their companies, but I cannot verify receiving such monies. At one point, I 

said so, and the tax returns of Ramiro Rojas, of his companies, my tax returns or Alejandro’s, would

show that those monies had not been received. I should also indicate that in the inspection by the 

National Assembly Prosecutor’s Office at the office occupied by Moncada Luna at the Court, which 

we were required to attend, we were able to verify the existence of a document in the name of 

Ramiro Rojas Pardini. It was an original and it showed the possible existence of a bank account in 

the Bahamas. It was an envelope that was collected by the Prosecutor’s Office and its description 

appears on the record created on that date. Because they did not have the authority to investigate 

anyone other than Alejandro Moncada Luna, no further investigation was conducted on the matter 

at that time. In fact, Ramiro Rojas Pardini used to visit Moncada Luna quite often at the Supreme 

Court, and sometimes it was to ask him about proceedings being handled by Division Three or the 

Full Bench of the Court. QUESTION: Do you wish to add anything not already asked about that is 

germane to the investigation? ANSWER: No. There being nothing further, this proceeding is 

concluded, after the record is read, found to be correct, and signed by all participants.
